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Darwin Rotary Top End Junior Series
On behalf of Golf NT and our sponsor Darwin Rotary we would like to invite you to participate in the 2010 Darwin Rotary Top End Junior Series. The Top End Junior Series is designed to cater for all players, under the age of 18 years at the start of the series, whom have an official handicap and are members of a golf club. 
As there is a wide range of handicaps the focus is predominately on “Nett” results. The players are usually accompanied by a host club member to mentor them through the course and golf etiquette. At the conclusion of the day all players are asked to attend a short presentation for the day’s winners.
This year’s series commences with a “sign on day” on Saturday February 27th at the Flight Path from 4 – 5pm with the first round on Sunday March 21 at Darwin RAAF Base Golf Club with the first group teeing off at 9am. There will be 10 Top End Junior series events run with points being awarded for each event (10 to the winner, 7 to second, 5 to third, 4 to fourth, 3 to fifth and 2 to sixth with 1 point being awarded to every other player whom finishes 18 holes and are not disqualified). The series is decided on aggregate points. The 2010 calendar is attached or can be downloaded from the Golf NT website www.golfnt.org.au. 
 A modest entry fee of $50 will be charged which will cover entry to all 10 TEJS events and transport to the Jabiru event if players are not accompanied by an adult. Each player will also receive a competition shirt and thanks to the support of our sponsors, prizes will be awarded at all 10 events. Coaching is also offered every fortnight for 1 hour at no cost to players registered in the TEJS. Registered players will be advised of the commencement date and session times via email in the near future.
From this competition players wishing to seek Territory representation are required - 
1. To fully support the 2010 Darwin Rotary TEJS

2. Play in the other major events as recommended or must do as listed in the calendar of events

3. To attend training under the Golf NT appointed coach to be held on a fortnightly basis – venue to be confirmed. 
At the final event the squad members for the 2011 Boys and Girls Amateur and Interstate Series shall be announced and details of the 2011 “ Camp” shall be announced. Players are encouraged to participate in all events listed on the calendar plus their own club and interclub competitions in order to experience all courses in the Top End. 
Once a player is registered they are contacted prior to each event, usually via email to ascertain if they are playing in the next round so that Golf NT can produce a draw with tee times.
